Claybrook


Accidental Death – On Monday, the lst inst., an inquest was held before J. Gregory, Esq., coroner, at Great Claybrook, on the body of Josiah Bassett, deceased, in the employ of Mr. Clarke, of Claybrook. From the evidence of Walter Stannage, a boy aged 12 years, who reside at Frowlesworth, it appeared that on Friday afternoon, the 29th ult., he and his brother were going to a field occupied by their father, and adjoining the road leading from Frowlesworth to Claybrook, to fetch two cows up, when the deceased overtook them as they were going up the hill with an empty wagon and three horses. He was walking by the side of the horses. He appeared half “fresh”, as he staggered rather. He (witness) and his brother asked if they might ride, and deceased said, “Yes, if you can get in.” They both got in the cart, and after that the deceased got on the shaft on the same side as deceased was driving, and stood upright on it. Almost as soon as he got on, the horses began to trot down hill. The deceased dropped his whip, and then fell across the shafts. Deceased shouted out to the horses, and they stopped, and he then called to some boys who were behind in the lane to bring him his whip, and they did so. Deceased then started the horses off again, and they got into a trot and went down the hill, and ran up against Mr. Wright’s gate, at Claybrook mill, and ran along close by the dyke side. Deceased then got on the shaft horse’s back to try to reach the bridle rein to stop it, when he rolled off on the far side, and both the wheels of the wagon went over him. The horses went on, and witness and his brother got out of the wagon and ran and told Mr. Wright, and he and one of his men went to the deceased. It appeared the wheels ran over deceased’s head and along his left arm, and death must have been instantaneous. Deceased was only 23 years of age. Verdict, “Accidental death”.

The history of the old town of Derby, Connecticut, 1642-1800

Further Sketches


David Bassett was born in Derby, 1789, was a blacksmith by trade, and one of the pioneer manufacturers of the town. He leased the privilege of building a dam on Beaver Brook in 1831, and afterwards built his auger factory at this place, now Ansonia. Prior to this, Walter French, at Humphreysville, a local Methodist preacher, made augers, and is believed to have been the first auger make in Connecticut. In 1836 Mr. Bassett at Birmingham manufactured augers in connection with Eleazor Peck, which he carried on very successfully for many years, when he retired, leaving the business in the hands of his son, Robert N. Bassett. Mr. Bassett also established the coal trade in Derby, and many of our citizens will remember how faithfully he served the public with honest coal at $3 a ton. He was one of the substantial, influential, upright men of the town; was its Representative in the Legislature in 1844, deacon in his church (Congregational) for many years, and died full of honors, deeply lamented, at the advanced age of 83 years.


Robert N. Bassett, his son, has been one of our stirring, public spirited and liberal men, and was very active in pushing forward the Ousatonic dam, besides being largely interested in many popular movements and enterprises of the day. During the Rebellion no man in Derby was more active and patriotic in the right direction than Robert N. Bassett. In the glow of his financial prosperity, the poor will long remember his liberal donation to them in their necessities, He represented Derby in the Legislature in 1863, besides filling many office of trust.

Richard L. Bassett, 64, of 2620 Warrensville Center Rd., University Heights, founder of Pierre’s Ice Cream Co. here, died yesterday at his home.

Mr. Bassett began the ice cream company in 1932 and was associated with the firm until 1966. He had patents on ice cream flavors, Holiday Pudding and Rum Bisque.


For the past eight years, he was a sales representative in the institutional division of Seaway Foods.


Mr. Bassett came here from Troy, N.Y. He was a member of the Men’s Committee of the Play House and a trustee of the Play House Club. He was a Mason and past master of Golden Squire Lodge 679.


Survivors include his wife Ann, a vice president of the Cuyahoga Savings Association.

Mrs. Alexander Bassett, 80, died Friday in Mount Sinai Hospital.


She was the former Lilly Jacobs. Her family owned and operated Pierre’s French Ice Cream Inc. for 32 years. Mrs. Bassett was active in the company, which is at 6519 Carnegie Avenue S.E.


She was a member of Fairmount Temple, and its sisterhood Menorah Park Women’s Association and was Red Cross volunteer.


She is survived by a daughter, Mrs. Maxine Schaefer; a son, Richard Bassett; a sister, Four grandchildren and two great-grandchildren. Her husband died in 1961.


Services will be at 2 p.m. today in Berkowitz-Kumin memorial chapel, 1985 South Taylor Road, East Cleveland.
