Dr. Glenn Arthu r Bassett of Lyme, Connecticut, died peacefully in his home on 

Rogers Lake on October 26, 2016, after a long and courageous battle with 

cancer. An author, military veteran, Business School Dean, former General 

Electric executive, and devoted husband, Dr. B assett is survived by his wife, 

Olivette, his children Glenna Bassett Musante, Glenn Bassett Jr., John 

Severino and Olivette Severino, grandchildren Michelle Musante, Jordan 

Bassett, and Zachary and Reese Severino, and daughters - in - law, Therese 

Bassett and  Diane Severino.  

A veteran of the Korean War, Dr. Bassett is best known professionally as a 

pioneer in the field of industrial psychology and created the policies that 

became standard operating procedure at the General Electric Company (NYSE:GE) 

for recru itment, performance evaluation, promotions, and managerial training 

and selection.  

He also authored nine books on leadership and effective management practices, 

including The Manager's Craft, an Amazon e - book, published in 2012. Dr. 

Bassett was also the fo rmer Dean of the School of Business at The University 

of Bridgeport. During his tenure at The University of Bridgeport, he led the 

university in winning international accreditation and was inducted into the 

Accreditation Council for Business Schools and Pr ograms Region I Hall of Fame 

for his leadership in the Council.  

He returned to teaching in 2005 as Professor Emeritus and continued to write 

until shortly before his death. He was also a proud Rotarian, and sang for 

many years in the choir of First Church of Christ in Saybrook, 

Congregational, where his wife was church organist.

Winnetkaôs Thomas Bassett house slated for demolition 

Former farmhouse was built in the 1860ôs

 The house at 461 Maple St. has been standing for almost as long as 

Winnetka has been a village. One of the oldest houses in Winnetka, the house, 

also known as the Thomas Bassett house, has reached the end of its long life.  

 Built in the 1860s as a small farmhouse, the home was originally owned 

by Thomas Bassett, one of the first village coun cil members in Winnetka. The 

house is now slated for demolition.  

 ñThis is probably one of the oldest structures in the village,ò said 

Louise Holland, former village president and chair of the landmark 

preservation commission. ñItôs very sad, but thereôs not much more we can do. 

The village wonôt extend the wait period on a historical home that we donôt 

want to be seen torn down.ò  

 But Sean Freeman, founder and president of Highland Park - based 

Twenty9Inc. Construction, sees it differently.  

 ñItôs a rich history and a long history and I know that people get 

emotional when things get torn down,ò he said. ñWe understand some people are 

upset, but because something has a date on it doesnôt make it significant. It 

didnôt line up with any of the other homes and thatôs unappealing. From a 

neighbor and city perspective, the way the house sits is awkward.ò 



 Freeman said the new, mostly stone structure that will replace the 

Thomas Bassett house would be roughly the same square footage (38,000 square 

feet) but will sit  further back on the lot.  

 ñItôs going to fit in more as a new home than it did as an old home,ò 

he said.  

 Freeman said it wasnôt just the exterior of the existing home that made 

it unappealing.  

 ñIt was not well maintained,ò he said. ñThereôs no bathroom on the 

first floor. It just wasnôt prudent to take that home and try to remodel it.ò 

 The homeôs most recent owners were Mary and Richard Larkin, according 

to a village house file. In the file, Richard Larkin said the house was in 

ñembarrassingly bad shapeò before he left Winnetka for Florida last year. As 

for the ho9meôs history, Freeman said an exhaustive study of the home did not 

say if one of Winnetkaôs founding fathers resided there. 

 ñDid one of the founding fathers of Winnetka live there? I donôt recall 

that,ò he said. 

 But Holland said the study did find that 461 Maple St. was the home of 

Thomas Bassett. The village file also stated the original owner as Thomas 

Bassett.  

 ñIn the body of the study is the whole story of Thomas Bassett living 

in that ho use,ò Holland said. ñHe (Freeman) should just look at the report 

that he commissioned and paid for.ò 

 Freeman, however, said he want to look more toward the future of a 

property and its prolific location, en route to parks and beaches.  

 ñCherry and Maple is an important corner,ò he said. ñOur goal is that 

when you go by Maple and Cherry, people wonôt know itôs a new home. Itôs not 

going to be one of those vanilla box homes. It will fit in with the rest. 

Whether youôve lived there for two years or two generations, I think people 

will agree that the aesthetics of the home are very pleasant.ò 

 Patti Van Cleave, executive director of the Winnetka Historical 

Society, said while she recognized that the Thomas Bassett house has history, 

she agrees that it makes mor e sense to build a new structure in its place 

rather than remodel.  

 ñItôs an old house, but I didnôt see anything about it that would be 

significant,ò she said.

Old Market House Destroyed By Fire  

Flames Wipe Out the  Delaware Avenue Structure Above Vine Street  

The Loss About $30,000  

Fireman Succeed in Keeping the Fire Within Bounds  

Saving Much Valuable Nearby Property  

 

 The old Delaware avenue market house, between Vine and Callowhill, and 

extending through to Water s treet, was destroyed by fire last evening. The 

origin of the fire is unknown. The building was owned by the Pennsylvania 

Railroad Company and was insured.  

 Several produce merchants who had their places of business in the 

building lost their entire stock. They were Isaac Powell, 309; Disheron & 

Laws, 311, and Charles Bassett, 313 North Water street. The next store, at 

315 North Water street, was occupied by Gatleyôs restaurant, while 317 and 

319 were vacant. The loss to the restaurant will about to over $50 00.  

 When the fire was discovered Mrs. Annie Gatley, with her two children, 

Dora, aged 8 years, and John, aged 10 years, together with her brother, John 

McNeil, were sleeping in the rooms above the restaurant, but all managed to 

escape without any difficul ty.  

WATHCMANôS PROMPT ACTION 

 The flames were first discovered by Louis Bott, a private watchman. 

That was at 8.10. He rushed to the restaurant and aroused the inmates, after 

which he turned in an alarm. The interior of the market is nothing more nor 

less than one big room, and by the time the engines arrived the building was 

a mass of flames. At 8.16 the second and third alarms were turned in, and the 

firemen turned their attention to the adjoining properties. At 8.20 the roof 

fell. Owing to the high wind the firemen feared that the flames would sweep 

to the adjoining buildings, but after half an hourôs work they succeeded in 

extinguishing the fire. The loss is estimated at between $23,000 and $30,000.  

 The fire is said to have first started on the Delaware  avenue 

side of the building near the office of the watchman.
