Hamden, the Land of the Sleeping Giant, has lost another of its brethren.

Former Republican Councilman Paul G. Bassett, whom some called the "gentle giant" because of his 6-foot-6-inch frame and quiet ways, will be laid to rest today in Centerville Cemetery, becoming one with the land where his ancestors settled about 250 years ago.

He died Sunday at the age of 67.

Friends said Bassett had not fully regained his health after a fall several months ago, and died of a heart attack.

"Big, gentle Paul ...," said a friend and political colleague, John Malatesta. "We were partners in bowling and golfing. We were the long and short of it." Malatesta is 5 feet 2 inches tall.

Malatesta and Bassett participated in national duckpin bowling tournaments that took them as far as North Carolina.

Bassett represented Hamden's 1st District for six terms, and waged an unsuccessful campaign for mayor in 1989 against then-Mayor John L. Carusone. Bassett's running mate for town clerk was Malatesta's grandson, Vincent Carrano.

"The first time he was nominated for councilman, I had the privilege of nominating him. I put his name in nomination as the 'biggest Republican' in the town of Hamden," Malatesta said.

"He was as kind as his size showed him to be," said Republican Registrar of Voters Louise Pilon.

"I feel I've lost a very dear friend and the whole 1st District will miss him," said Ruth Colwell.

Bassett's popularity transcended party lines, according to Democrats who respected him for his willingness to help all people.

"I always had a lot of respect for him because his first concern was his family and the town. The town has lost a great public servant," said Democratic Town Clerk Nancy Hurlburt.

Legislative Council President Craig B. Henrici, D-at-large, and Republican at-large Councilman Robert A. Miller said Bassett was an honest gentleman who always had the town's interests in mind.

Russell Vining, a former Democratic town chairman who lives in the 1st District, said Bassett will be missed.

"He was an outstanding citizen of the 1st District, and had served very loyally. He had a great following," Vining said.

St. Petersburg Beach - Mabel E. Bassett, said to have been one of Sunset Beach's first permanent residents, died Saturday (July 1, 1989) at Beach Convalescent Home. She was 91. With her late husband, Elishua, she settled in 1937 in the area then known as McAddo's Point, at Treasure Island's southern tip. Her husband had gone to work for developer Lex Herron, remodeling cottages, and they later moved to the beach from St. Petersburg. Life wasn't easy, Mrs. Bassett recalled in an interview with a newspapaer reporter in 1987. The couple had to take food and drinking water from the mainland. At first the remodeled cottages attracted retired people and tourists. Young families began arriving in the early 1950s after Gulf Beach Elementary School opened. She came here in 1917 from her native Charleston, W.Va. Mrs. Bassett was a member of the First Baptist Church, where she was the church treasurer for many years. Survivors include two nieces, Mabel E. Warner, Charleston, and Dora Coiner, St. Albans, W.Va.; and a nephew, Harold Pitchford, Toledo, Ohio. Beach Memorial Chapel, St. Petersburg Beach, is in charge of arrangements.

Louis Bassett whose rector described him as a “gentle soul” who devoted his life to the care and needs of patients at James Lawrence Kernan Hospital, died Monday of a stroke at Northampton Manor Nursing Home in Frederick. He was 81.

Mr. Bassett, known as “Whitey”, came to the hospital near Dickeyville as an orphan of 14 and remained there for the rest of his life, working as an orderly.

A familiar figure dressed in his hospital whites until retiring in 1982, Mr. Bassett continued living on the grounds of Kernan’s until he entered the Odd Fellows Home in 1992. He moved to Northampton Manor when his health began to fall.

Little is known of the circumstances surrounding Mr. Bassett’s arrival at the hospital, said his friend and guardian, William Neill III, the hospital’s chief of physical therapy. “He worked for me for nearly 40 years, and it wasn’t until I saw ‘Forrest Gump’ that I realized that Whitey was a lot like Forest,” Mr. Neill said. “He was the same kind of person, who possessed nothing but simple gentleness and kindness for others.”

Mr. Bassett, who was a reliable and hard worker, helped transport patients, cleaned whirlpool units and often would spend his evenings in the children’s ward cheering a only of fearful child. “In the old days when a child with polio would be here for two or more years, he would keep them happy in the evening telling them stories,” Mr. Neill Said. “Thousands of people got to know Whitey. Not only was he admired by the patients but he was deeply loved by the staff.”

Charles B. Reeves, Jr., chairman of Kernan’s trustees, said, “We always talk about the Kernan family, and Whitey certainly was the personification of its special spirit. He was a very lovely and understanding person.” The Rev. Robert F. Butehorn, rector of St. Mary’s Episcopal Church in Woodlawn, where Mr. Bassett was an active communicant, said, “Whitey had been a member of the vestry and very active in the church. I think Kernan’s and St Mary’s were the two most important things in his life.” Father Butehorn remembered him for his “jolly disposition” and his devotion to the church. “Whenever you turned around, Whitey was always there,” he said.

Mary McCurdy, a communicant and volunteer at the church, said Mr. bassett enjoyed dressing up at Christmas and playing Santa Claus, driving older women from the congregation who needed a ride to go shopping or to bingo, and attending meetings of the Woodlawn Seniors.

Active in Odd Fellows, Mr. Bassett enjoyed motor trips and playing cards. 

Services will be at 10:30 a.m. today at St. Mary’s Episcopal Church of Woodlawn, 5610 Dogwood Road. Mr. Bassett is survived by a special friend, Henrietta Hayes of East Baltimore.

February 19, 2009 Margaret Bassett, 105, passed away Thursday at St. Camillus. Born in Solvay to Margaret and Cornelious Spillane, she was just an infant when the insurance man came to the house, "Mrs. Spillane, I'll write up policies on all your children, except that little one; she's so skinny, she'll never live to adulthood." Margaret came of age at the time women got to vote. Because of a strict mother, she was about the last girl in Solvay to get her hair bobbed. Right out of high school, she landed a job as an executive secretary at the fabulous salary of $25 a week. She spent her money on the beautiful clothes of the 20s. She said, "At last, styles made for a skinny girl." Margaret married Arthur Bassett in 1930, just after the Crash. Two children came, as always described, "In the depth of the Depression." Her husband lost his well-paying job and went years before getting steady work. Margaret would say, "At least we have the movies. People would laugh at the Marx Brothers so hard, they would cry." Margaret returned to the work force during World War II, working for a vitamin company. It was there, she discovered wheatgerm and ate it daily for the next 60 years. Eventually, she went back to night school to brush up on her typing and shorthand. Again, she got a job as an executive secretary to Dr. Thomas Szasz at Upstate Medical Center. A prolific author, Dr. Szasz dedicated his book, "The Age of Madness" to Margaret. In retirement, Margaret volunteered many years at Unity Kitchen, feeding homeless men and women. In 1975, she traveled to Ireland to visit her parent's birth places. In 1985, she witnessed Haley's Comet for the second time. She said, "It was far more spectacular the first I saw it." She is survived by her daughter, Rita (John) Keller of Manlius; a grandson, David J., and two great-grandsons, David B. and Robert Keller of Concord, CA; two loving nieces, Ellen DeSantis of Utica and Patricia Litz of Greenship Township, PA; and three nephews, Jack Spillane, Jerry Cogan and Eddy Uhlig, all of Syracuse. Margaret was predeceased by her husband and by her son, Arthur. Funeral services will be conducted 11 a.m. Monday in St. Ann's Church, where a Mass of Christian Burial will be celebrated. Frank H. Bassett managed the Monroe Theater in the days when the old movie palace screened films that are now cinema classics. In 1967, the Hornell native, who died Sept. 24 at the age of 75, quit the job family members said he loved after 21 years of service in the theater business. The brief about his departure in the Democrat and Chronicle stated he resigned for "personal reasons." But family members said he quit because he could not stand to watch the once grand neighborhood theater become a screening room for pornography. "He didn't think it was right and he didn't want any part of it," said Dora Lee Alexander, a cousin-in-law and guardian. Mr. Bassett was bor nin Hornell, Steuben County, in 1923. He was a graduate of Hornell High School. He married Betty Bernauer in 1958. When she died in 1991, the couple had been married for 33 years. They had no children. He began his career in theater management at the Majestic Theater in Hornell. He worked for the Schine Theater chain in Buffalo and in Rochester starting in 1956. The company owned several theaters in the area, including the Monroe and Riviera. "He was responsible for bringing CinemaScope to the Monroe Theater," Alexander said. "He also brought in Kim Novak for an opening night. It was so exciting to go to a movie in those days because everybody got dressed up." After leaving the Monroe in 1967, Mr. Bassett worked as an account executive at Gannett Rochester Newspapers. He retired in 1985. Norm Miles worked with him at Gannett for 17 years. "He had a lot of friends," he said. "He would always regale people with his stories of the theater down in the coffee shop." Mr. Bassett also enjoyed photography, Big Band music, and more recently, computers. Mr. Bassett was buried at Elk Run Cemetery, Watrous, Pa. Mr. Basstt is survived by a niece, Mary Rose Cook of Corning and several cousins and many friends. Donations in his name can be made to the Open Door Mission, 156 N. Wade Gleason Bassett died Feb. 24 at Big Horn County Memorial Hospital, Hardin, Mont. Of cancer. He had been in ill health since early January. Burial was in Custer Battlefield National Cemetery.

Dr. John Bassett, 75, a longtime Edgeworth resident, died April 21, 2004, in the University of Pittsburgh Medical Center in Oakland following a lengthy illness.

He was born Nov. 3, 1928, in Sweickley to the late Domineck and Jenny Bassett.

Mr. Bassett served Robert Morris University since 1963 as a faculty member in the school of business administration and later as vice president for administration until his retirement in 1999.

In his 36-year career, he considered his greatest accomplishment the difficult work he undertook to see the school receive its initial Middle State’s accreditation in 1968. This step brought the junior college to college status allowing the school to offer bachelor’s and master’s degree programs.

He began his tenure at Robert Morris as a psychology instructor before becoming an associate professor and chair of the psychology department.

He was appointed dean in 1968 and nine years later was named professor and dean of academic administration, a position held until retiring from administrative duties in 1992 and returning to the faculty as a professor of social sciences for seven years.

He attended St. Vincent College, graduating in 1954 with a bachelor’s degree in psychology.

He spent two years in the U.S. Army Medical Corps. He earned a master’s degree in clinical psychology in 1957 from Ohio University and then served as a research assistant at the American Institute for Research in Pittsburgh.

While taking additional graduate studies at the University of Pittsburgh, he taught classes at Duquesne University, worked for himself as a public relations consultant and earned his certification as a school psychologist in Pennsylvania.

He served as a president of the Sewickley Chamber of Commerce and the Moon Township Rotary Club for several years. More recently, he served as chairman of the board of trustees of the Pittsburgh Technical Institute and guided that institution to receive its Middle State’s accreditation in 2003.

In 2002, he became the first recipient of an honorary doctoral degree from Robert Morris University at the school’s commencement that year. In 1971, he was named one of the outstanding educators in America in recognition of his exceptional service achievements and leadership in the field of education.

He was a member of St. James Catholic Church.

He is survived by his wife, Dolores Bassett, and his sisters: Yola Von Werder of Silver Springs, Md.; Edith Pazzanita of Boston; and Sister Lucia, C.S.J. of Baden.

Also surviving are several nieces, nephews, great nieces and great nephews.

Satayuse (Elena L. Bassett) of the Confederated Tribes & Bands of the Yakama Nation, is with the Creator today. She had her sister, Ayatwownu (Maryanne J. Bassett) next to her side at Virginia Mason Memorial Hospital, singing wash'ut songs, preparing herself for her final journey into the land of the light. She was 71.

Satayuse, born on July 1, 1945 at Nespelem, WA was dedicated to her traditional beliefs and throughout her life, she participated with: the Satus Longhouse, the Toppenish Creek Longhouse, the Nespelem Longhouse, the Pinkham Shorthouse, the Jones Road Sweathouse, the Blue Mountain Sun Dance, the Crow Sundance (Wolf Mountains/Spear-siding), and the pow-wow circuit. She traveled extensively throughout Indian Country to participate in various ceremonies and events.

She graduated from Wapato HS, received her A.A. from Yakima Valley Community College, received her Bachelor's degree in Construction Management from Central Washington University, and started the Tribal Administration Master's program at Portland State University.

As a cancer survivor, she believed in living life to the fullest. She traveled extensively, going to New Zealand, Australia, Chile, Canada, and Europe. She even did a cross country tour of the U.S., starting in Washington D.C. to Pasco, WA by train, after she had "the most unusual break in her foot." For her 71st birthday, she made her 3rd jump out of a perfectly good airplane at 12,500 feet above ground level.

As a community member, she was dedicated to the Veterans Day Celebration & Pow-wow Committee, the Golden Eagles Senior Advisory Council, Nez Perce Wallowa Homeland Board, Nespelem 4th of July Pow-wow Committee, and actively participated in multiple community events.

Her greatest achievement was being a fierce advocate for the people in Indian Housing arena with 40+ years and it was during a congressional listening session with the U.S. Commission on Civil Rights when she provided comments about the Indian Housing crisis, "Our First Americans face some of the worst housing and living conditions in the country and the availability of affordable, adequate, safe housing in Indian Country falls far below that of the general U.S. population." Throughout her career, she has served as the Tribal Housing Executive Director for the Confederated Tribes of Siletz Indians, the Colville Indian Housing Authority, and the Yakama Nation Housing Authority, Housing Co-Chair for the Affiliated Tribes of Northwest Indians, Vice-Chair for the Northwest Indian Housing Association, voting member for Region 6 of the National American Indian Housing Council, and Chairwoman for the Yakama Nation Housing Authority Board. In 2005, she was the Staff Person of the Year by Northwest Indian Housing Association. In 2011, she won the prestigious "Friend of Housing" award from the Washington State Housing Finance Commission in recognition of her work to improve affordable housing in the state of Washington and among American Indians. In 2014, she was received the National American Indian Housing Council Virginia Kizer National Housing Award. And finally, after years of hard work and dedication to the people, she can finally retire.

Preceded in death by her son Travis B. Packineau; parents Rose Pinkham Bassett & Wapt Bassett; brother Jon Bassett; uncles John & Joe Jay Pinkham; and niece Lahoma Brown Williams.
